AP Calculus “Test Reflection” expectations
For each problem you missed on this test:

1. Write out a complete solution with a correct answer.

2. Explain why you got the problem wrong.

3. Explain what you learned from your mistake.

By doing this, you may earn up to 10 points on your current test grade (not to exceed a 100% grade overall).
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Here is an example:
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2. I forgot that two negatives multiply to become a positive number.

3. I must pay more attention to signs on numbers in the future.

Of course, this is a rather easy algebra problem.  More difficult problems will require a more detailed explanation.
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
